Distinctive White Hat Tops Sailors Uniforms

The Navy white hat has been a world-renowned symbol of
U.S. Sailors for generations. According to Naval Historian,
John Reilly, "The 'dixie-cup' style hat has appeared and reap-
peared in the Navy as part of the uniform since it was first writ-
ten into the uniform regulations of 1886."

The hats are worn with pride on the high seas all over the
world. But did you know that Navy white hats are made far
from any ocean?

ORC Industries of La Crosse, Wis., makes about 3,400 Navy
white hats a day. While the cover looks like a simple item, it's
difficult to make, according to Randy Stout of ORC.

"Even simple uniform articles must be made to exact specifi-
cations," said Stout. "The assembly instructions and specifica-
tions for the 'hat, service (white),' are spelled out in a 29-page
document."

The Navy Uniform Program provides the patterns and specifi-
cations. White hats come in nine sizes from 6 ½ to 8 ½. There
are 11 parts including the brim; right, left and center crown;
sweatband; and two or more pieces of interlining. Even the
material used is specific - ORC starts with white cotton twill
(shade 3035) weighing 7.2 ounces per square yard with a
breaking strength of 95 pounds. And that's just to get started.

Some of the equipment used to make white hats is very sophis-
ticated, like the computerized machines that make 70 to 75
continuous rows of stitching on the brim.

What's amazing is that this item, with all the work that ORC
puts into it, costs only $4.85 at the Navy Uniform Shop.

"All Navy uniforms are made to last, from the heaviest coats
and working uniforms or the fanciest dress ensembles to the
white hat," said Becky Adkins, the Navy Uniform Program
Manager.

Not only does ORC Industries make great Navy white hats, but
approximately 75 percent of its employees are handicapped or
otherwise disadvantaged. "These people make Navy hats with
a lot of pride," said Barbara Barnard, ORC's president.

vessel, anchored over the site of the tap in the Sea of
Okhotsk. USS Parche was dispatched to recover the
device, but her divers were unable to find it and it was
concluded that the Soviets had discovered the operation
and found the recording device.

Cover story and success
The tapping of the Soviet naval cable was so secret that
most sailors involved did not have the security clearance
needed to know about it. A cover story was thus created
to disguise the actual mission: It was claimed that the
spy submarines were sent to the Soviet naval range in the
Sea of Okhotsk to recover the Soviet SS-N-12 Sandbox
supersonic anti-ship missile (AShM) debris so that coun-
termeasures could be developed.

Although created as a cover story, this mission was actu-
ally carried out with great success: U.S. Navy divers
recovered all of the SS-N-12 supersonic AShM debris,
with the largest debris no larger than 6 inches, and a total
of more than 2 million pieces. The debris was taken back
to the U.S. and the U.S. Naval Laboratory reconstructed
the AShM based on these pieces, and at least one sample
was also reverse engineered. They discovered that the
SS-N-12 AShM was guided by radar only, and the
infrared (IR) guidance previously suspected did not exist.
From the samples built, countermeasures were success-
fully developed and deployed.

Compromise of the operation
Ronald William Pelton, a 44-year-old veteran of the
NSA, was fluent in Russian and considered to be a high-
ly skilled communications analyst/specialist, but very
bad at personal finance. Hostile toward the agency and
dissatisfied with his position, Pelton was $65,000 in debt
and filed for personal bankruptcy just three months
before he resigned. With only a few hundred dollars in
the bank, Pelton walked into the Soviet Embassy in
Vienna, Austria, in January 1980 and offered to sell what
he knew to the KGB for money.

No documents were passed from Pelton to the Soviets, as
he had an extremely good memory. He reportedly
received only a total of $35,000 from the KGB for the
intelligence he provided from 1980 to 1983, and for the
intelligence on the Operation Ivy Bells, the KGB gave
him $5,000. Surprisingly, the Soviets did not take any
action upon receiving the details of these operations from
Pelton.

OPERATION IVY BELLS

History
During the Cold War, the United States wanted to learn
more about Soviet submarine and missile technology,
specifically ICBM test and nuclear first strike capability.
In the early 1970s the U.S. government learned of the
existence of an undersea communications cable in the
Sea of Okhotsk, which connected the major Soviet
Pacific Fleet naval base at Petropavlovsk on the
Kamchatka Peninsula to the Soviet Pacific Fleet's main-
land headquarters at Vladivostok. At the time, the Sea of
Okhotsk was claimed by Russia as territorial waters, and
was strictly off limits to foreign vessels, and the Soviet
Navy had installed a network of sound detection devices
along the seabed to detect intruders. The area also saw
numerous surface and subsurface naval exercises.
Despite these obstacles, the potential for an intelligence
coup was too great to ignore, and in October 1971 the
United States sent the purpose-modified submarine USS
Halibut deep into Sea of Okhotsk. Divers working from
the Halibut found the cable in 400 ft (120 m) of water
and installed a 20 ft (6.1 m) long device, which wrapped
around the cable without piercing its casing and record-
ed all communications made over it. The large recording
device was designed to detach if the cable was raised
for repair.

Each month, divers retrieved the recordings and
installed a new set of tapes. The recordings were then
delivered to the NSAfor processing and dissemination
to other U.S. intelligence agencies. The first tapes
recorded revealed that the Soviets were so sure of the
cable's security that the majority of the conversations
made over it were uncoded. The eavesdropping on the
traffic between senior Soviet officers provided an
invaluable view inside naval operations at
Petropavlovsk, the Pacific Fleet's primary nuclear sub-
marine base, home to YANKEE and DELTA Class
nuclear powered ballistic missile submarines.
Eventually, more taps were installed on Soviet lines in
other parts of the world, with more advanced instru-
ments built by AT&T's Bell Laboratories that were
nuclear powered and could store a year's worth of data.
Other submarines were utilized for this role, including
USS Parche. In all, the intelligence gathered from these
exercises helped end the Cold War, as it gave the United
States a window directly into the Soviet mind [1].
The operation continued until 1981, when surveillance
satellites showed Soviet warships, including a salvage
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In July 1985, Vitaly Yurchenko, a KGB colonel who was
Pelton's initial contact in Washington D.C., defected to
the U.S. and provided the information that eventually led
to Pelton's arrest; only after Pelton reported the operation
in 1980 did the Soviets act. To this day, it remains
unclear why it took the Soviets so long, although a 
plausible explanation is that it was used to feed 
disinformation to US Defense Intelligence. The record-
ing device captured by the Soviets was on public display
in a museum in Moscow.

Cut of his jib:   Facial appearance 
(originally recognition by the shape of a 
person's nose); personality

In the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries
the nationality of a ship was determined at
a distance by the number and shape of its
jib sails, triangular sails at the bow end.
Spanish ships either used a small jib or
none at all; French vessels often used two 
small jibs.

Dead reckoning: Estimating position or
course; an opinion of how a course of
events will develop  

Dating from at the sixteenth century,
mariners would plot a course and expected 

position according to last known 
position, time, compass course and 

present speed, without allowing for 
unknown variables such as wind
speed and direction, currents and drift.

Originally ‘deduced’
reckoning, this navigational
method became ‘ded’and 
then ‘dead’ reckoning.

USS S-4 (SS 109) was lost when it sank after being
rammed by the USCG Cutter Paulding off
Provincetown, Massachusetts.

USS Grayback (SS 208)      7 February 1944
80 officers and men lost

USS Grayback (SS 208) was lost in the East China
Sea. Commanded by CDR J.A. Moore, Grayback
was on her tenth war patrol. During this patrol, she
had sunk 4 ships totaling 21,594 tons. Overall,
Grayback was tied for eleventh in the number of
enemy ships sunk during the war. She appears to
have been caught on the surface by a Japanese car-
rier plane whose bombs made a direct hit. She was
reported to have exploded and sunk immediately.
Surface antisubmarine craft followed up with a
depth charge attack where air bubbles rose, finally
followed by the appearance of a large oil slick.

Lost Boat of the Month January

USS Argonaut (SS 166)        10 January 1943
105 officers and men lost

USS Argonaut (SS 166) was lost off Rabaul.
Argonaut was under the command of LCDR J.R.
Pierce, and on her third war patrol. Attacking a con-
voy, she apparently hit an escorting destroyer. Two
other destroyers conducted a depth charge attack on
Argonaut, which attempted to surface. With only
her bow showing at a steep angle, the destroyers
continued shelling her until she slipped from view
for the last time. The details above were from a US
Army plane that witnessed the attack but was
returning to base with an empty bomb rack and
unable to assist.
